1. Turn key to “OFF” position and remove key from
vehicle. Remove front and rear seats. Disconnect
black negative cable from battery. Disconnect red
positive cable from battery.

2. Remove the hood from the vehicle by twisting the
two knobs and pulling up.

3. Remove the shift lever cap by using a flat
screwdriver to remove the cap of the shift handle.
Remove the handle screw with a T25 Torx bit
retaining it for reuse and pull up to remove the
handle from the shift lever weldment.
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4. After removing shift lever cap and shift handle, take
off the center console by removing the two screws
(PN 7519650) and the four tuff lock rivets
(PN 7661855).

5. Route the cable (Not included with this kit see Page
1) having red and black wires from bus bar to the
battery.Clip the harness to specified locations.

NOTE: The red and black wires are supplied with
the kit. /
IMPORTANT: Do not connect the wire to the battery ;‘I
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6. Detach the plastic plate by removing two screws
(PN 7518980).

7. Take off the front fascia by removing six hexagonal
screws (PN 7518529) and four screws
(PN 7519650).

8. Mount the winch plate onto the vehicle with four > £ 7890 2%
screws (PN 7519372) and lock nuts N — fg [f(/?-z/}/;

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9. Connect the wires to the winch before installing it
onto the vehicle.

NOTE: Connect blue wire to the blue terminal and
yellow wire to the yellow terminal (color coding is
already provided on winch).

10. Slide winch (PN 2204688 and PN 2204855) from
left to right direction on the plate.

11. Mount and fix the winch (PN 2204688 and
PN 2204855) onto the plate with four screws
(PN 7519133).

Install the front plate bracket (PN 5257963) with
roller fair lead (PN 2411848) as subassembly on
the vehicle with the four bolts (PN 7519072) and
nuts (PN 7547441).

14. Cable installation:

Twist the knob on the winch (PN 2204688) and
insert the cable through front plate bracket

(PN 5257963) and roller fair lead (PN 2411848) to
move the cable freely.
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15. Hook attachment:
Attach the hook (PN 2411836) with the cable by
inserting the clip through it. Attachment
Point to Vehicle

16. Mount the winch contactor (PN 4015095) on the
firewall with the four bolts (PN 7519330) at the
specified drilled holes.

NOTE: Ensure that the yellow color code on the
contactor is on top.
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17. Connect the blue (PN 4013469), yellow
(PN 4013468), red and black wires to the contactor
terminals and put the caps.

NOTE: Color coding for terminals will be on
contactor (PN 4015095).
