For your safety, and to
ensure a satisfactory installation, perform all installation steps correctly in the sequence shown.

ASSEMBLY TIME

Approximately 45 minutes

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Shift vehicle transmission into “PARK”. Turn key to
“OFF” position and remove from vehicle.

2. Gain Access.
a. Remove both front seats.

b. Two Passenger Vehicles: Remove engine
access panel (located between seats).

c. Remove center floor console.
TWO PASSENGER VEHICLES

Remove five plastic push pin rivets ® and two
screws (B as shown. Remove center console,
pushing boots for gear shift and seat belt
through console openings. Retain rivets and
screws.

FOUR PASSENGER VEHICLES

Remove five plastic push pin rivets ® and four
screws (® from front floor console as shown.
Remove console, pushing boots for gear shift
and seat belt through console openings. Retain
rivets and screws.
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3. Install speaker assemblies. 4. Route speaker harnesses to center console.

TWO PASSENGER VEHICLES
RH side shown; LH side similar.

d. Continue routing RH speaker harness ®
inboard along existing vehicle routing, then
forward into center console. Secure harness to

existing vehicle routing clamp using one cable

tie ® as shown.

b. Connect speaker wires to RH speaker harness
(®, then secure to front side of rear support
structure using one cable tie ® on each side of
connector.

RH speaker harness ® and LH speaker harness @
are identical except for wire color: RH harness has
grey wires, LH harness has white wires.

e. Repeat Steps a. through d. for LH speaker
assembly (D and LH speaker harness @®.

FOUR PASSENGER VEHICLES

a. Route speaker wires on outside of vehicle
frame (between frame and body panel), then
downward to front seat support structure.
Ensure adequate wire slack (door fully open),
then secure wires to frame using one cable tie

® as shown.

c. Route RH speaker harness ® inboard into
center console. Secure as required using cable
ties (® to prevent contact with sharp edges or
moving parts.

d. Repeat Steps a. through c. for LH speaker
assembly (O and LH speaker harness @.

5. Route both speaker harnesses @® and ® forward
through center console, then up into upper dash
compartment. Connect harnesses to amplifier
(sold separately).

6. Secure speaker harnesses @ and ® in center
console using cable ties ® as required to prevent
contact with hot components, sharp edges, or
moving parts. Coil and secure excess harness
length in upper dash compartment.

7. Restore access.
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
