Your Half Door Kit is exclusively designed for your vehicle. Please read the installation instructions thoroughly
before beginning. Installation is easier if the vehicle is clean and free of debris. For your safety, and to ensure a
satisfactory installation, perform all installation steps correctly in the sequence shown.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
NOTE

Polaris recommends two people install this kit.

1. Shift vehicle transmission into “PARK”. Turn
ignition switch to “OFF” position and remove key.

2. Raise vehicle bed.

3. Install door-side hinges.
a. Loosely install upper door-side hingei to LH

doorq using four screwsr.

NOTE
Upper door-side hingei is identical for LH and RH

sides.
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b. Loosely install lower door-side hingeu to LH
doorq using four screwsr.

NOTE
Lower door-side hingeu is identical for LH and RH

sides.

4. Install lower LH chassis-side hingey using two
screwsr. Tighten screws.

5. Install nylon washere on hingey.

NOTE
Washer acts as bearing surface to assist in smooth

door operation.

6. Identify LH upper chassis-side hingeo. Notice
differences from RH upper chassis-side hinged.

7. Install nylon washere on upper LH chassis-side
hingeo.

WARNING
Follow all chemical manufacturer instructions and

safety precautions. Failure to follow all manufacturer
instructions and precautions may result in severe

injury or death.

8. Grease pins on lower hingey and upper hingeo
using Polaris All Season Grease (or equivalent).
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9. Install upper LH chassis-side hingeo into upper
door-side hingei.

NOTE
Ensure nylon washere does not fall off pin.

10. Install LH door assemblyq to vehicle by first
inserting door onto lower chassis-side hingey,
then install upper chassis-side hingeo to ROPS
bracket using two screwsr and nut platea.
Tighten screws.

11. Ensure all eight DOOR-SIDE hinge screwsr are
slightly loose, then close door. Push door inwards
while centering door in ROPS/chassis opening,
then tighten screws.
If door cannot be centered, loosen two upper and/
or two lower CHASSIS-SIDE screwsr, center
door, then retighten all screws. If necessary, upper
and/or lower nylon washersemay also be
removed.

TIP
Have one person push and center the door, and a

second person tighten the screws.

12.Torque all four chassis-side hinge screwsr and
all eight door-side hinge screwsr to specification.

TORQUE
17 ft. lbs. (23 Nm) ± 10%

13. Install strikers to door frame using two screwsr.
Position striker in middle of square fastener
openings, then tighten fasteners.
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14.Open door latch (to properly position pawls), then
slowly close door and observe engagement of
striker pinA into door latchB.
Adjust strikers to achieve the following:
a. HEIGHTC: PinA should be centered

vertically between upper and lower latch pawls
B. To adjust, loosen two screwsr, slide
striker up or down as required, then retighten
screws.

b. DEPTHD: As required to achieve desired seal
compression and door fairing. To adjust, loosen
two screwsr, slide striker inboard or outboard
as required, then retighten screws.
Ensure depth adjustment is made with latch
pawlsP at FULL closure as shown below
(second “click”), not at partial closure (first
“click”).

15.Torque striker screwsr to specification.

TORQUE
17 ft. lbs. (23 Nm) ± 10%

16. Install LH accent panelf to door, engaging tabs
in door with receptacles in panel, then secure
using screwh. Torque to specification.

TORQUE
18 in. lbs. (2.0 Nm) ± 20%

17.Repeat Steps 3–16 for RH door assemblyw,
using upper RH chassis-side hinged, lower RH
chassis-side hinget, and RH accent panelg.

18.Lower vehicle bed.
